ACCOMMODATION

For the whole duration of the course, students will be exposed to voluntary simplicity and a sustainable lifestyle. Zero waste management will be the norm. Thus, biodegradable soaps/ shampoo, and natural mosquito repellent are required and will be available for sale during the course.

FOOD

The diet will consist of an international array of vegetarian food (with dairy). We can accommodate for special dietary requests, within our means. Our goal is to source as much food off the land or from our local bioregion with preference for organic. Participants have a once a week dedicated workgroup where they can opt to prepare meals together.

SMOKING & ALCOHOL

Smoking is allowed at designated areas outside the course venue. Alcohol may not be consumed on the premises but can be done else were but preferably in regulated quantities and only after course hours.
LAUNDRY SERVICE

Laundry service (handwash) will be available upon request for a minimal fee.

INTERNET SERVICE

Internet access will be available all through the duration of the course for a minimal fee. Personal laptops may be used via a portable modem.
TRAVEL & HEALTH INSURANCE (for foreign participants)

All participants are encouraged to avail of their personal travel and health insurance for the duration of the course.
